A listing fee of $ 8.40 (includes HST) must be submitted for
any dog without an individual registration number or ERN.

NOTE: New Non-member participation fee

a) Beginning in 2011, an annual non-member participation fee for awards (placings) and titles
will be charged to all Canadian residents who participate in a CKC event but are not CKC
members. The fee will match the ERN fee.

b) In order to protect the awards/titles earned, the non-member will have a choice either to
become a CKC member or to pay the nhon-member participation fee.

« CKC rules prohibit training on the grounds designated for the holding of a licensed
trial. Private property is used for the trial, and permission was obtained for Club
use on this weekend only

Awards:
CKC rosettes and suitable prizes will be awarded to all dogs placing in each stake. CKC
rosettes will also be awarded to dogs that earn a Certificate of Merit.

Excerpt from CKC Retriever Field Trial Rules and Regulations Chapter 21, Sect 21.7: It
shall be the duty and obligation of the trial giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer,
or any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities of any kind. The
Retriever Field Trial Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this
regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it
deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.
