No entries will be accepted after the closing date. Running order will be determined by  

random draw at the home of the secretary after close.  Running order will be posted on the club 

website and NRCC site when available.  Individual notifications of running order WILL NOT 

be issued. 
 

Running Order Rotation: We will utilize the 2 ending digits in the TSX as of the close of business on 
Wednesday August 27, 2014 as a starting number for the first series in the all age stakes. Judges will 
impose a system of rotation thereafter in the all age stakes.  Dogs will run in order of the draw with 
sexes mixed. Running order will rotate in the Open & Amateur stakes.  
 
REFUNDS will be given for bitches in season, dogs injured, or deceased after entry but before 
commencement of the trial. A Veterinary Certificate must be submitted before the start of the 
event.  Refunds will not be given for other scratches after the closing date. 
 

Excerpt from CKC Rules and Regulations for Field Trials: Sec 21.7 - ‘It shall be the duty and 

obligation of the trial giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any participant at an event 

held under these rules, is not subject to indignities of any kind. The Retriever Field Trial Committee Chair 

shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall 

have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.’
